If MA 1213 Math in Your World is chosen as the first math,
MA 2113 Statistics must be the second math.

Students with an 18 or lower on the Math section of the ACT must first
take MA 0103 Intermediate Algebra.

The MSU Math Department requires a C or better in Math in Your
World or College Algebra to enroll in a higher-level math.

Students with an ACT Math sub-score of 24+ may take one Math class
to satisfy the entire requirement. See your advisor or student
handbook for more information.
